Collingwood had five awardees 
receiving their badges and certificates from HRH The Duke of Edinburgh this year: Alex 
Baker, Martina Buocikova, Breanna Dibbs-Fuller, Sophie Grainge and Cameron Porter. 
 
The Gold Award comprises of five sections: Volunteering for one year, 
Physical activity for six months, learning a new Skill for six months 
and also taking part in a five-day, four-night Residential.
