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Following an invitation from our local MP, Dr Al Pinkerton, several students (including ourselves) 
from both the student leadership teams and the College’s debating team, had the opportunity to visit 
the Houses of Parliament.  

 
We 
then had the pleasure of spending the next two hours getting an in-depth, highly informative tour of the 
building, including both the Houses of Commons and Lords, and various lobbies.  On our tour we learnt about 
the history of the building itself, alongside the story behind its grand architecture, meanwhile gaining an 
invaluable education on the history of democracy within our country.   Being within Westminster allowed us to 
see where important events took place, like the origins of the English Civil War under Charles I and thus learn 
about the explanations behind certain traditions still practised to this day.
