Lessons are conducted in
the foreign language and involve reading,
discussion, listening and pair work. The
department offers foreign trips designed
to enhance language skills and provide
insight into the country visited,

Level Spanish is a highly regarded
qualification among university admission
tutors. It combines well with business,
humanities, arts and even science
courses.
