• Poor Engagement by a small cohort of students in each year group 
• Interrupted progress as a result of periods of isolation or National Lockdown 
• Social or mental health concerns 
• Ability to switch between face to face and remote learning with minimal disruption to learning. 

Guidance 
Academy catch up funding allocations are calculated on a per pupil basis providing each academy with £80 per child from Reception to Y11. The funding 
is designed to mitigate the effects of the unique and disruptive effects of the global pandemic.  
 

Children and young people across the country have experienced unprecedented disruption to their education due to the coronavirus (COVID-19) 
pandemic. We predict that those from the most vulnerable and disadvantaged backgrounds will be among those hardest hit. The aggregate impact of lost 
time in education will be substantial, and the scale of our response must match the scale of the challenge.
